The National Council of Union of Burma (NCUB), the National Coalition Government of the Union of Burma (NCGUB) and the Forum for Democracy in Burma (FDB) would together like to request that you express your solidarity and support for the National League for Democracy (NLD), led by Nobel Peace laureate Daw Aung San Suu Kyi, through a message of felicitation on September 27th. On this day the NLD will be commemorating the 19th anniversary of its founding. The NLD is currently struggling to overcome the political, social and economic crisis in Burma by demanding the military government engages in tripartite dialogue with Aung San Suu Kyi and Ethnic representatives. Hence, your support at this time is vital.

The NLD overwhelmingly won a landslide victory in the 1990 general election, however it has never been allowed to convene parliament. Instead, Burma’s Members of Parliament have been detained, forced to exile and pressured in various ways to give up their political activities. The top leaders of the NLD are currently under detention. The party’s general-secretary Daw Aung San Suu Kyi has been kept under house arrest for a total of 12 of the past 19 years. Vice-chairman, U Tin Oo, is also under house arrest. 
At present, 13 elected MPs remain under detention. Nevertheless, the NLD has been actively developing its policies and constantly requesting dialogue to promote stability in Burma, having forecast a scenario where the current economic mismanagement crisis would come to fruition. 
Currently thousands of people, led by Buddhist monks in Burma, have come out onto the streets in many cities nationwide, to peacefully express their socio-economic hardship and ask for national reconciliation through political dialogue between the military government and the democratic opposition, including ethnic nationalities. Therefore, your support for this process is essential, not only for the NLD and Aung San Suu Kyi, but also for the people's movement for national reconciliation and the future stability and economic interests of the country.
Your messages should be sent to the respective embassy responsible for Burma with a request to ensure that the letters are forwarded to the NLD.
